If you can't find it, you will have to look under the drivers side dash for
the system brain. On the side of the brain is a blue 2 pin port that has a thin
gauge grey wire and a black with a grey stripe. Follow those wires to you end into
the pushbutton. This is the button that will need accessed to program your
remote controls. Is the blue port empty? Then you will need to purchase the
